 Review of: 7 Redemptive gifts- from Romans 12:6-8

“And we have different gifts according to the grace given to us. If the gift is prophecy, that individual must use it in proportion to his faith. If it is service, he must serve; if it is teaching, he must teach; if it is exhortation, he must exhort; if it is contributing, he must do so with sincerity; if it is leadership, he must do so with diligence; if it is showing mercy, he must do so with cheerfulness.”

Prophet, Servant, Teacher, Exhorter, Giver, Ruler, Mercy

These line up with the 7’s in scripture

7 days of creation, 7 Last words of Christ, 7 churches in Revelation, 7 items in the tabernacle, etc

Although we operate in all of them, each person tends to function in one of them as their  primary redemptive gift- their primary design.
Redemptive gift of Mercy
Traits: 

· Mercy operates differently than the other 7 gifts- looks at world and processes differently, comes to conclusions differently
· Hears God thru spirit

· Don’t primarily process it in the brain

· Can’t tell you how they got there
· “Eye has not seen, ear has not heard nor entered into the hearts of men” 1Cor 2:9

· Need a sounding board- to talk it thru before able to clarify & articulate what experiencing/ sensing

· Often does not get their insight at the front end- no data to support their conclusions
· Emotions driven

· Sense things, intuitive

· Slow moving—savoring, contemplating, soaking in God’s presence

· Absorbing truths that don’t necessarily ever get language for

· When walking in authority, bring alignment supernaturally– blessing of presence to synchronize land spirit, soul, land, time

· Can get more done when there is a Mercy around

· Can be the fragrance of God to an unbeliever
Negatives: 

· Avoids pain- creates a place where people don’t get hurt

· Difficulty with transitions

· Feels inherently flawed- rejects own identity

· Conflict between culture and their design

· Buy into lie that you are not in yourself loveable—have to add something to yourself (not only limited to the mercy (anyone can buy into this lie)

· Fueled by pain – often pain we had nothing to do with
· Burden bearing things that are not yours to bear

· Feel have to earn God’s love (similar to prophet- often wish weren’t who they are)
· Passive in developing their potential/fullness

· Refuse to accept correction

· Perversion (if not led by the Holy Spirit)

· Pride

· Self- gratification 

Legitimacy lie : I am legitimate when I have earned God’s love

Wrong Behavior- misuse of power (gift) 

· Bitterness hinged on perception of the pain, rejection and things you cannot not control

· Bitter root judgments “I wish I wasn’t this way” etc (open door to the curse)

· Only see God as taking from you

· Feel like owed something and try to take it for own

· Huge and unnecessary sacrifice

· Making vows God doesn’t ask for

· Allow people to freeze frame you with one perspective (open door)

· Where you are is who you are

· Trying to achieve intimacy thru sacrifice

· False belief that God doesn’t want to be with us unless we do something 

Markers of living under (Ammonite) curse from misappropriating the mercy gift: 

· Barrenness—no fruit
· Can cause physical barrenness 

· Pour into people’s lives – life giving, but no fruit- they are not changed by our sacrifices for them

· Sacrifices which actually destroy the fruit and resources which God has given us to bless and harvest

· Extreme level of generosity that actually bankrupts them (motive to buy favor or God or favor of man)

Need to be settled in own identity and destiny
Exemplified in life of Jephthah- was the son of prominent leader and prostitute.

Spirit of the Lord comes on him to war—can’t believe it, makes stupid vow to earn God’s favor.

Takes huge risk! Probably a person he cares for! Huge and unnecessary risk. Trying to buy the very favor, God had already given to him! 

So Jephthah not able to step into his destiny as a mighty warrior-- instead responds out of a place of bitterness and tries to take more than God as offered them. (Wants to be not only their commander as designed, but their leader too)

Can only see loss and what was taken away- so tries to take more and loses that which is most precious to him (his daughter)
Positive Actions:  

· Embracing the principle of compensation

· God does compensate us for pain (often becomes place of training)

· Embrace pain as father filtered

· Ask God what the value of your pain is

· Do not let pain determine who you are

· Let pain develop who you are- no amount of pain can take away the potential stored in you- But God uses and allows that pain to grow you and develop that potential

· Find the value of what you have endured

· Know that God gives extravagantly

· Release bitterness and come into alignment with who He sees you

· Embrace your essence—who you are instead of where you are

Embrace the truth that God loves me when I have not earned it.

Many because of pain, and brokenness of the world have rejected the validity of our identity and believe that we are not acceptable to God and others- believe we have to add something to make ourselves loveable. The truth is that we are accepted because God made us. We need to believe in our essence instead of where we are. Need to come into agreement with God about who you are.

God loves us just because you are who He created you to be.
Blessing needed for effectiveness- (comes from walking in positive numbers) the Blessing of John- Leaving a legacy. Walking in fulfillment based on relationship with God based on love, not a formula. Supernaturally walk in your birthright. Leave a lasting impression. People see you for your wholeness, people recognize the virtue in you. God supernaturally partners with you to move you forward where you will leave the mark on this earth He designed you to leave.
Birthright is to walk in the principle of fulfillment, to bring things into spiritual alignment. To erase the line between the secular and the sacred.

7th head of Leviathan: Essence & Intimacy
(lack of essence,  flawed intimacy)
Behaviors which empower the 7th head of Leviathan: 
· Being satisfied with less than what God has for you (personal versus community impact) leveraging your strength (monastic  escapism)
· i.e. being happy to “waste” your life in the prayer room instead of fully developing all that God has deposited in you—pursuing vertical relationship only
Right behavior:

· Being fiercely intentional about meeting God and experiencing his provision in all arenas in same way as in personal devotion time
When walking in dominion over 7th  head of Leviathan- 

· Experiencing extreme pleasure from being in intense community with God, man and nature simultaneously.

7 Days of Creation:  God did not create anything new, rather, celebrated what He had created!. Watched ecosystem flowing in alignment

The Mercy inhabits the realm of alignment--- the mercy can celebrate that which is good and right and true. More sensitive to things being out of place or misaligned. The prophet sensitive to justice, the servant to comfort of others, the teacher to truth, but the Mercy has a heightened awareness of the whole. Mercy craves ultimate alignment—always looking for something more, something beyond what can describe. In absolute terms, will not be able to experience that ultimate alignment as God experienced it on the 7th day of creation. (until new heaven and earth)

Use that frustration to bring others along to greater alignment. Conductor who synchronizes. 1st Violin that others attune to. Deeply savoring the riches and treasures of God- absorbing things that cannot be explained or described by the soul. 7th day God also sanctified time—set it apart as sacred.

7 items in tabernacle:  The mercy seat: the visible Glory of God abode between the 2 golden  cherubim. The presence of God in a container that did not consume the unholy world around it.

The mercy is designed to walk in the presence of God and the presence of the world simultaneously. Highest challenge. The mercy gift/mercy portion has the greatest ease to make that transition into the spiritual dimension and bring that back. Given not just to the mercy—but as a gift to the body—as a battery or carrier to absorb it and bring back a measure of that deposit for the rest. The blessing of presence—changing the spiritual climate, just by their being there. Bringing heaven in your spirit to earth where we dwell. 
7 Churches in Revelation- Laodicea is a Mercy church. I counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich; and white clothes to wear, so you can cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your eyes, so you can see.
What the mercy often defaults to is the comfort of human community—(neither hot or cold—accommodating to people) but what really made for is excellence! 

· Gold refined by fire- character, --not developed in times of ease, but in times of fire!- hard work, diligence, systematically building character.
· white clothes- righteous acts—mercy designed to be life giving --to be extraordinary in nature – wants you to be seen by others in this way. It is weakness to pursue a posture that brings you peace. --- designed to pursue excellence.

· eye salve- so can see in the spiritual realm the things that are more important than in the soul realm.  Vertical focus—need to see into spiritually realm to see things as they really are. 

So even though Christ harshly rebukes this church—is very angry/ disappointed with this church (going to spit them out of his mouth!)—yet He is knocking at their door!--- the mercy will be transformed IN HIS PRESENCE—need to move towards him in lack of character—God delights in having intimacy produce transformation- it is to His Glory.

Mercy is wired for this.

To him who overcomes, I will give the right to sit with me on my throne, just as I overcame and sat down with my Father on his throne. He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches."
Throne- authority, regalness, beauty, elegance, that sets one apart from commoners. True intimacy can only come about amongst people who are equals. Seated with Christ in heavenly places- greater intimacy- a coregent with Jesus Christ.  Ambiance- beauty surrounding the heavenly courts—light, sound, colors, smells as importance as intimacy within—perfect alignment of excellence in majestic beauty which commensurate with monarchy of God.

7 last phrases of Christ:  Father into your hands I commit my spirit.—seems so simple, and beautiful, but represents the biggest challenge for the mercy-- 
The mercy has a simple solution for dealing with those who hurt them—they just stay away from them! Christ had just been abandoned by the Father- and then places His spirit in the very hands of the one who had just hurt him so deeply. Responding to what is right—versus what felt right 

The mercy has so few enemies, yet the weakest reconciliation skills. Extraordinary in their capacity to forgive, able to endure great hardship & personal rejection without taking it personally—BUT, when they have been deeply offended—their default position is to raise a wall, walk away & renounce intimacy. (will remain in contact but without intimacy)

Mercy needs to understand that the father wastes no pain.  The mercy often focuses on responsibility as a right not as a responsibility—the mercy will seek intimacy from those who offer it rather than offering it to those who need it. The mercy is the crown jewel of God’s creation—challenge to do the difficult thing—leveraging their intimacy with the Father into extending intimacy with others and even more difficult- at times when have been thru the desert & felt abandoned by God -- to move towards God rather than moving towards futility. It is from that place that the mercy will find great authority. 
How to minister to the Mercy portion – 

· Bless their spirit with an enlarged capacity to intentionally develop the fullness of their potential.

· Bless their ability to receive God’s love especially that they would align themselves with the truth that God loves them for their essence rather than for their sacrifice.

· Bless their ability to resonate with the truth that they do not have to earn God’s love.

· Bless their ability to stay present in pain

· Bless their ability to find value in what they have endured

· Bless their ability to navigate offence, to release bitterness

· Bless their ability to experience increased fulfillment – to walk in their birthright

· Bless their ability to erase the line between the secular and the sacred

· Bless their ability to walk in their birthright – to bring supernatural alignment just by their presence in a place

· Bless their ability to come into alignment and embrace all that God created them to be.

· Bless their ability to settle into their own identity and destiny.

Era of church history— Aug 2005- to present

· Season in which people will smell the beauty & fragrance of Christ. 
· Our culture sensory driven- we deplore this fact- But God is going to take a sensory driven people and draw them to Himself thru the senses

· Redeem the culture erasing the line between the secular and the spiritual

Mercy Places: Canada, Hawaii, San Francisco, Brighton, Sodom 

City’s of refuge- high level of immorality and sexual perversion. Broad level of religious institutions, multicultural.
Mercy Institutions:  Places of finance, creativity and self expression, multicultural, lack of racism, profound justice, 

Examples in bible of redemptive gift of Mercy: David, Noah, Joshua, Tribe of Benjamin, John the one whom God loved,  

C.S. Lewis, Billy Graham, narrow ministry) Franklin Graham (Samaritan’s Purse- 2nd generation mercy- willing to go anywhere- embracing the pain) 

Synergy—

Mercy/ Mercy- understand eachother, rarely spur eachother on—justify why avoiding pain—(negative)

Prophet/ Mercy- the prophet craves complexity, mercy cringes at a complex situation where people can get hurt

Mercy/Exhorter- beautiful color

Notes for the mercy- Love alone will bring many to Christ, but love alone will not bring someone to maturity

God leads with the love card, but calls us to work out our salvation with fear and trembling!

Research for Renunciation Prayer

1. Ask God to reveal ways in which you have believed that you needed to earn His love.

2. Ask God to open your family books and bring to mind every instance where someone allowed people to freeze frame you or your forefathers in a way contrary to God’s view

3. Ask God to reveal any bitter root judgments that you have made or that were made by a member of your family line.

4. Ask God to reveal sacrifices made by you or members in your family line to win God’s favor/love
Renunciations and Prayer for release
Lord, I rejoice in the fact that You are the Righteous Judge of the universe and a loving Father.
Lord I confess for the ways in which I have been deceived and have acted wrongly in believing that I need to or can earn Your favor or love.  I confess that this is a lie and renounce the ways in which I have focused on human favor. (list and specific examples….)

Lord, I also want to reject and renounce every instance in my family line where I or my forefathers allowed the human perspective to freeze frame them in a way that was contrary to Your view. (examples…….)

I reject and renounce these perspectives as incomplete and also reject and renounce any cultural pressure to underachieve for fear of making others look bad. I choose to embrace Your view of me—Your perspective of who I am.

Lord, I choose to reject and renounce the bitterness that grows from a wrong perspective of pain, and I specifically lift up to you these bitter root judgments (list…..) which were made by me or  members of my family line about our design. I ask that You would enlarge my capacity to embrace the fullness of my design and choose to pursue nothing less than that fullness.

I also reject and renounce any sacrifices which were made by me or my forefathers to win Your favor, when those resources were intended to be used for Your purposes. (examples)

Lord, please forgive these iniquities and cleanse my family line!

Now, I command all demonic entities empowered by the ammonite curse to be gone from my spirit, soul, body and birthright, and from my spouse and family to 1000 generations. 

I proclaim the truth that my key task is to learn to love the Father not to purchase His love. 
Lord, I ask that You would anoint my eyes with ointment from Revelation 3:18 so that I can see Your love in my daily life. I ask that every act of service would reveal more of Your love for me. I ask that as I see Your love, more love for You would well up inside of me!  I ask that You would create a fire within that me that I might possess my birthright. 

I acknowledge that we only see and know in part, and that there is so much that You want to reveal to me that I am unable to receive. Lord, enlarge my spirit- enlarge my capacity to receive the passion of heaven—fill that space with the passion that Jesus had. Lord, release the blessings which come naturally when the Ammonite curse is broken. God, please release the blessings of the principle of compensation from the pain in my life that has come from Your hand. 
Lord, position me supernaturally to possess my birthright!

Lord, I proclaim that there is nothing too hard for You!  There is no area of brokenness that You cannot redeem. I proclaim that I  am waiting in expectation for You to work thru me, in me, and around me. Now, fill in every place that the enemy has vacated and seal the work that You has done in me.

Lord, sever every tie to every unclean thing in the present or past which would hold me back from experiencing Your best. 

Now I ask that You enforce every righteous decree. 
Jesus, You are King! I proclaim that I have Your protection because You love me, not because I deserve it! I celebrate Your love!
